FIRST COURTHOUSE SECOND COURTHOUSE

1858

Clay County was organized in 1858 after declaring its judicial
independence from Woodbury County. The county was named
in honor of Henry Clay, Jr., a colonel in the Mexican - American
War. Out of 18 men who voted, 14 were elected to an office and
conducted county business out of their homes until 1859.

1859 - 1860

At this time A. W. Hubbard, Judge of the Fourth Judicial District,
authorized a commission to locate a county seat. On July 16,
1859, the commission chose the present site of Spencer. But,
due to the fact that Spencer was unimproved, and no settler
lived within a 10-mile radius, it was refused by the residents of
Clay County. In May 1860 the county judge received a petition
asking that the county seat be located at Peterson. An election
was held, and all 10 participants voted in favor of Peterson.

1871

In 1871 the town of Spencer was formally laid out, and since

it was more centrally located than Peterson, the question of
moving the county seat was asked again. It was answered in
an election held in October of that same year; Spencer won the
county seat by a margin of 159 votes.

1901

It was decided in 1900 that the county needed a new courthouse.
The structure was erected on the same site in Spencer and would
become the third iteration of the courthouse in Clay County. It
was ready for occupancy in September 1901. With no formal
dedication, the doors were opened and business continued. The
population of Clay County has increased approximately 30% since
the 1901 courthouse was completed.

1979

In 1979, the Board of Supervisors decided to renovate the existing
courthouse and construct an administration building. The motion
passed in August and $2.1 million was approved for the two
projects. A dedication ceremony was held on September 26, 1982,
and Clay CGounty now has two buildings of which to be proud.

2024

On June 22, 2024, historic flooding devastated homes,

businesses, and infrastructure across Clay County. In the face of

immense challenges, the community came together, launching

recovery efforts that showcased resilience, determination, and

unity. This disaster became a defining moment, highlighting the
strength and spirit of Clay County’s people.

The first courthouse was built by

the residents of Spencer. They

formed a stock company and sold
shares. Those who could not afford

a share offered their labor. When the
building was completed, it was sold to the
city for $1,333. A second building was built
in 1884 at a different location.

To outdoor bicycle enthusiasts the continuing growth of bike

trails has promoted an enjoyable and much safer bicycling
experience. Throughout the past several years, many lowa

communities and local volunteers have banded together to enhance
trail growth in their area. As more and more drivers have become
distracted drivers, the need for a saver way to get from community to
community, by bicycle has become a top priority. lowa is home to over
2,000 miles of multi-use trails used by cyclists, walkers & runners.

One such project began in 2011. when the Clay County Trail
group was organized, in Spencer. This group
saw the need to not only build trails within the
cities of Spencer, but to also find a way to join
communities together. Thus, the lowa Great lakes
Trail Connection Trail began. With a rail to trail N
project completed connecting the communities
of Jefferson, Panora & Perry, it became apparent
that there were only five counties to connect in northwest lowa,
to complete a contiguous 200(+) mile paved trail from Okoboji to
Des Moines. In 2015 the communities of Carroll and Sac began
connecting the communities of Carroll and Lake View. To date, the
Sauk Rail Trail committee has built over 33 miles of trail and are
currently working to connect Lake View to Sac City. In 2024, Clay
County completed their portion of the trail from Spencer north to
Dickinson County. Okoboiji will begin their trail construction south to
Spencer, this spring, with completion in 2026.

lowa is home to over 2,000 miles of multi-use trails, used by
cyclists, walkers and runners. The lowa Great Lakes Connection
Trail is just the beginning as more and more trails are being
proposed across the state. The amount of lakes that are
encompassed in this span of trails, make this a huge tourism
component for the state of lowa.

In March 2025, the five county representatives will once again
gather, to begin plans for the final phase joining Spencer, Storm Lake
and Sac City. Fundraising efforts are underway in each community.
